Brevi note sugli esperti stranieri

Anat Zeira is an associate professor at the School of Social Work and Social Welfare at the
Hebrew University of Jerusalem and a founding member of the International Association of
Outcome-Based Evaluation and Research on Family and Children’s Services. Her main areas of
interest are related to evidence-based social work practice with children and youth at-risk and their
families. Recently her research focuses on the transition to adulthood of care leavers. She has
published widely in professional journals and presented numerous papers at international
conferences. Through her studies and publications she emphasizes the importance of systematic
monitoring and evaluation by practitioners and its dissemination in the field.

June Thoburn is Professor of Social Work at the University of East Anglia, Norwich, England. She is
a founding member of the International Association of Outcome-Based Evaluation and Research on
Family and Children’s Services. She has researched widely on most aspects of child and family social
work. Recently she has published on services to minority ethnic and indigenous children and on
alternative routes to permanence for children who need out-of-home care. She has a particular
interest in cross national comparisons of child welfare legislation, services and outcomes.
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
